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Poster Submission

Instructions for the Poster Presentation

· The official language for the posters is English and Arabic.
· Posters should be prepared to reach an interdisciplinary scientific audience. You may assume the audience has basic scientific knowledge, but do not assume the audience is intimately familiar with your specific field or jargon commonly used in your field. Therefore, you should either avoid that jargon or define and explain acronyms, terms, and concepts.
· Posters must not exceed 46 inches (116 cm) wide by 45 inches (114 cm) high. 

· Upon acceptance of Poster, Author has to bring printouts of his poster for display and provide a soft copy by Email or CD-ROM for inclusion in the proceedings.
· Prepare the poster on material that is lightweight. The material can be on one sheet so that it can be rolled up for easy transport or on separate panels for individual mounting.
· The abstract title and author(s) must be placed at the top of the board. Subtitles should correspond to those used in the abstract submission. We recommend format headings and subheadings to be at least 25% larger than the text copy in bold or semi bold. 
· Designate one author as the presenting author. All correspondence will be directed to the presenting author. 
· Highlight your title, headings, and subheadings with colors or colored lines. 
· Illustrations, charts, tables, lettering, and drawings must be readable from a distance of at least 6 feet (1.8m).
· Text in upper and lower case letters is more readable than all capitals. Use Arial or Times New Roman font style. We recommend font size be 24 pt or larger

· Legends and titles should accompany all figures, tables, photographs, etc.
· Highlight key points and include a concise summary/conclusions section

· Avoid overcrowding the poster with too much information. Use and include only information that serves to support and clarify message.

· Keep your text in short, concise, legible statements; minimize complete sentences and paragraphs. Remember that photos and graphs convey information more readily than text and tables. Keep graph simple and make sure they are understandable

· No commercial activities or any advertising may be displayed on the posters. Not complying with this rule will result in the poster being removed.
· GEO is not responsible for any materials left on display after the listed dismantle time.
Display Facilities

Display Facilities and posting materials will be available on site. One panel will be available for display of each poster. To fit within the poster board usable area, posters must not exceed 46 inches (116 cm) wide by 45 inches (114 cm) high. 

Handouts

You may prepare handouts of your poster presentation for distribution at the meeting. The handouts should be directly related to the topic of the poster. Any handouts over 8.5x11 inches should be folded in half first. No commercial activities or any advertising may be displayed on the handouts. Not complying with this rule will result in the handout being banned from distribution.
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
